This world renowned musical was written as a favor to
Alan Doggett, the head of the music department at Colet
Court, for the end of term Easter Concert. So, in the
summer of 1967, Andrew Lloyd Webber asked his friend
Tim Rice for help writing the lyrics.

The first performance of Joseph and The Amazing
Technicolor Dream Coat was on March 1, 1968 at the
Old Assembly Hall, Colet Court, Hammersmith. The
show was accompanied by the school orchestra and
lasted only 15 minutes. Under the encouragement of
his father, William Webber, the show was revised and
expanded and was performed at The Westminster Hall
Church on May 12, 1968. New songs were written. A
rock band was added. Novello published it. Decca
Records recorded it. A musical classic was born.

Joseph and The Amazing Technicolor Dream Coat invaded the United States with its
first performance in 1970. Colleges and amateur groups immediately took interest, and
by January 27, 1982, Joseph was on Broadway! Since then, more than 20,000 schools
and amateur theater groups have successfully performed this adventurous tale. On
June 2, 1991 a revival was released containing new and revised songs, and integrated a
full chil din&998, fiming ktartedwih.Donny Osmond as the lead and was
released by 2000. References to Joseph have even been made on shows like The
Simpsons and Seinfeld.
